GROUP THERAPY

Chemical Dependency/Substance Abuse Group (Level III)
12-17 Weeks 1.5-2 hours (Length depends on client’s needs). One group per week. 
Suboxone for Recovery Group
Clients will be in group at least one time weekly for as long they are tapering with Suboxone. Clients will then be assessed for further treatment/aftercare needs. Suboxone taper is individualized and could last for up to one year. Clients are followed medically by Clifford A. Mitcheff, D.O. at First Health Care Group, LLC. 

Advanced Recovery Group
Group is free after clients have completed at least ten weeks of group sessions or for clients who have completed IOP or Level III group previously.

This group is open to those persons who wish to engage in a more intense therapeutic look into personal recovery. Clients must agree to attend ten sessions.

FEES SUBJECT TO CHANGE

Fees for all groups include monthly updates and letters or other documents sent to referral sources, and case management with other providers. 

Participants may attend unlimited Aftercare sessions after completing the required amount of sessions, as long as they maintain abstinence.

Note: All clients participating in Substance Abuse and Intensive Outpatient Program groups are expected to attend 12 step meetings each week they are enrolled in their respective therapy groups.**
